Each child is encouraged to express themselves in
artwork, music, drama and sport. Children are
encouraged to participate in art and literacy
competitions both within the school and local and
national competitions. 

Our Lady’s Preparatory School puts on both a

Christmas and Summer production involving all the

children including the Nursery. Children are also

invited to participate in events such as the Easter

Bonnet Parade and the crowning of the May Queen.

All children are encouraged to sing and play a variety

of musical instruments and are given the opportunity

to go on theatre trips throughout the year.

Children experiment with a variety of arts and crafts

and make use of our pottery room.  

We offer a range of sporting activities dependant on

the time of year including Football, Rugby, Cricket,

Netball, Rounders, Running and Athletics. We also

make use of Wellington College’s indoor swimming

pool and take all children from the age of 3 once a

week. 

Sports Day is held towards the end of the Summer

term in which all our children including the babies,

their parents and teachers compete in a variety of

traditional races.
